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Wedding Stationary Printing

A Engraved Wedding Invitations
Engraving is the most traditional form of wedding
Invitation printing, and one of the most expensive.
The Queen herself would use engraving for a Royal
wedding invitation. Text is etched onto a copper
plate, which is then coated with ink and wiped
clean, leaving the ink only in the indentations. Soft,
hlghquallty paper Is pressed hard against the plate
causing it to deform into the etchings. result is
raised, crisp text. You can tell true engraving by the
"bruis)e" or dent on the back of the paper (About,
2009).

Thermographyvas
developedas a less
expensivalternativ
to engraving.

Theprinter uses ink

anda powder resircombinedwith

heat to reproduce the raised lettering
effect of engraving. The text has a shiny
finish and Is often said to not be as
sharp as engraving (About, 2009).

Wedding Stationary Printing

A OffsetPrinting (Lithography)
Most modern printing is offset printing,
also known as lithography. From
magazines to postcards, this flat style of
printing Is a familiar one, and
appropriate for an informal wedding
Invitation. Traditionally, an inked image
IS transferred from an inked plate to a
rubber "blanket", which is then passed
over the paper. The quality of offset
printing can vary greatly, so be sure to
look for a printer who can deliver crisp
guality and true colors (About, 2009).

Stack your invitations in either 50 or
100 counts, but do not seal the outer
envelope. Make sure your counts are
accurate as well. Once everything has
accounted for and counts are correct,
then seal the envelopes.

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Wedding Menus

When creating your menu, be sure you
create a few different designs that
family and friends can provide
feedback on. Once the design has been
selected for the wedding card menu, it
IS Important to provide the text
Information such as the last name, the
date, the wedding menu, and it is
completed.



Wedding Menus

Once the design is set, then a couple needs to
consider the wedding theme and table décor
when placing their wedding menu on the
table. If a themed wedding is being use then
try to decorate your table with the colors or
wedding theme.

For example, a beach themed wedding table
would be set with calming colors of blue with
seashells and coral.

The wedding theme could then be incorporated

Into a wedding menu with beautiful fonts and
colorful images of the ocean, seashells, and coral.

Seating Arrangements

When selecting seating arrangements for the

wedding couples assign them by people they already
know, common interests, and mix in new people, so
wedding guests can mingle and meet new people.

Be sure to assign families and work colleagues
together, but if family members do not get along
than seat them away from one another.

Seat children with parents.

Divorce parents should always sit separately apart.

Balance tables with even numbers of males and females.



Seating Arrangements

A Seat wedding guests towards the head table, so
they do not have their backs towards the speeches
or announcements.

A Be sure to place expecting mothers, elderly,
disabled guests, and guests with children near
restrooms if at all possible.

A Do not sit elderly guests near the sound system
because it will not make their wedding experience
pleasurable.
